There will be 
positions within the community working on projects such as Elder 
external home care (window washing, garden tending, small tree 
management, grass cutting, etc.) and Powwow activities/grounds 
support (bough cutting and carrying, painting, light construction of 
benches, gathering of firewood, movement of equipment. Etc.), and 
positions in Thunder Bay at Nanbijou Day care, and other sites still to be 
determined. 
 
School attendance, achievement, and volunteerism will be considered in 
the selection of the successful candidates.  Students MUST submit a 
resume by Monday June 19, 2023, by 12:00pm (noon). 
 
Successful candidates will work 35 hours per week (weather permitting) 
for a total possible employment term of 280 hours.  Students will be paid 
$20.00/hr (tax free status) and if you are a returning student, wage can 
be negotiated.  All students will be responsible for their own 
food/lodging.
